Changes in this release 

EngageOne Enrichment version 7.3.0 introduces a new method of processing print streams as PDF. 
For full details see the What's New document.

<ENVIRONMENT> Now includes the <TRUETYPEFONTS> tag for specifying the location 
of TrueType fonts. 

<INPUT> Now includes these tags: 

• <PDFUSERPASSWORD> for passing a password to the PDF 
interpreter.

• <SCALE> for specifying a scaling percentage for pages in the input 
file.

New tags 

The following new tags are available: 

Tag Description 

<EXTRACTMODE> For PDF processing. Describes how Enrichment will extract text for 
<FIELD> values from text in PDF print streams. Enrichment attempts 
to maintain space characters as appropriate in the text data. You 
can use this tag to specifically direct the method that Enrichment 
uses if the default is inappropriate. 

<IMAGESIZE> For PDF processing. Specifies the size of an image to be included. 
Use in an Add tag group. The image to be resized is specified in an 
<ADDPART> tag. 

<LEGACYDENSITY For use by Technical Support. 

<SCALE> Specifies a scaling percentage between 1 and 100. The scale is 
applied to all pages in the input or output file before any <SHIFT> 
or <ADD> tags are applied. 

<TRUETYPEFONTS> For PDF processing. Specifies the directory that contains the 
TrueType fonts. This is used if using <FONTNAME> with PDF print 
streams, and the <FONTNAME> tag does not specify a file path for 
the font. 

<TTFONTSMAP> Identifies a file of font mappings. 

<WATERMARK> For PDF processing. Specifies the opacity, rotation and scale of an 
image that will be placed on a page as a watermark. 

<WINDOWLENGTH> Specifies the maximum number of characters that will be included 
in the current field. This replaces the retired <COMBINE> tag.

Changes 

The units parameter is an optional parameter that defaults to IN 
(inches). With the introduction of the new PDF environment, 72 pels 
(pixels) typically equal one inch. It was previously 14400. 

For PDF processing. Use the new B[OOKMARK] parameter to add 
a bookmark to a PDF page. 

The order parameter is no longer supported so the syntax is now: 
<ADDTYPE> type direction. 

For PDF processing. You can specify colors as 4-byte ARGB value 
(Alpha (Opacity), Red, Green, Blue). For example, specify orange 
as Orange or as x'FFFFA500' 

For PDF processing. The fontname parameter specifies the path of 
a TrueType font file. 

For PDF processing. The type parameter has an additional value, 
BOOKMARK, that specifies the page number of the destination. 

There is an additional value for the second component of the action 
parameter, which defines how often Enrichment is to look for the 
field in each document. The new value, L, will find and act upon only 
the last occurrence of the field on any page of the document that the 
field is found on. The first component of the action parameter will be 
set to Keep. 

There is an additional value for the string parameter which defines 
whether the record containing the string is included or excluded from 
the <HEADER>. 

<HEADER> string startcolumn 
[keepYN][excludeInclude] 

A bug that meant if one <INPUT> tag group contained a <HEADER> 
tag, only one of the <HEADER> tags could have the Y parameter 
set to include the header information in all outputs. If more than one 
<HEADER> tag had this parameter set to Y then an error occurred. 
This is now fixed/removed. 

For PDF processing. There is an additional [fontSizeVariable] 
parameter that specifies the font size to use for the current field. 
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Tag Changes 

<PDFUSERPASSWORD> For PDF processing. When used in the <INPUT> and <OUTPUT> 
groups allows a user password to be passed to the PDF interpreter 
to process or generate encrypted PDF files. 

<ROTATELANDSCAPE> Now part of the <INPUT> group. Previously in the now retired 
<TRANSFORM> group. 

<TYPE> The input type PCL does not support PCL5 and PCL6. 

You can no longer use the <TYPE> tag in the <OUTPUT> group. It 
is now only used to identify the type of the input print stream.

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Functions 

New functions 

The following new functions are available: 

DescriptionFunction 

Parses a string and populates an array variable whose contents are 
determined by the position of the delimiter character (, by default). 

SPLIT 

Modified functions 

The following functions have been modified. 

ChangesFunction 

For Australia, you can now specify which type of Australia 4 State 
barcode to generate. The types are the same as for the <AUSPOST> 
tag. 

FOURSTATE 

You can now use the IMB function to add IMB barcodes to PDF print 
streams. 

IMB 

On mainframe systems, setting the new -Z switch will remove trailing 
spaces from records read using this function. 

READ 

On mainframe systems, prior to version 6.6.2, Enrichment opened 
READ files as text files. This caused records read to have spaces 
truncated. Depending on how the file was allocated, carriage control 
bytes could have been interpreted rather than returned to the user. 
Currently, Enrichment opens READ files as binary in order to return 
the true contents of the file. To use the legacy read behavior, you 
can: 

• Enable the -Y flag so that Enrichment opens READ files as text 
files and processes them as it did prior to version 6.6.2. 

• Or, rename or copy the distributed load module EOEFLAG0 to 
EOEFLAG1. This is equivalent to using the run-time argument /Y. 
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Run-time arguments 

New run-time arguments 

The following new run-time arguments are available: 

Switch Changes 

-Z For mainframe systems only, setting this switch will remove trailing spaces from 
records read by the READ function. 

-Y On mainframe systems, prior to version 6.6.2, Enrichment opened READ files 
as text files. This caused records read to have spaces truncated. Depending on 
how the file was allocated, carriage control bytes could have been interpreted 
rather than returned to the user. 

Currently, Enrichment opens READ files as binary in order to return the true 
contents of the file. 

Enabling this flag, will cause Enrichment to open READ files as text files and 
process them as it did prior to version 6.6.2. 

System variables 

New system variables 

The following new system variables are introduced in this release: 

System variable Changes 

%%ZOSJOBNAME On mainframe systems only, the job name of the current running 
job. The variable is valid in any section of the Rule file. 

%%ZOSJOBID On mainframe systems only, the job identifier of the current running 
job. The variable is valid in any section of the Rule file. 
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Fixed issues in this release 

Summary 

Enrichment did not correctly encode characters from the extended ASCII 
Turkish codepage. 

Resolution: This issue is now fixed. 

Core dump error when trying to combine multiple files into a single output 
file. 

Resolution: This issue is now fixed. 

After upgrading to Enrichment 7.2, changing the barcode density also 
changed the size and position of the barcode. 

Resolution: Use the new <LEGACYDENSITY> YN in the <ADD> group 
in order to revert to the legacy behavior of the <DENSITY> tag.

Script produces a PDR2124S (No Begin Page) error when there are 
BPG structures. 

Resolution: This issue is now fixed. 

Note: The header must end at and exclude the BDT record. You 
should therefore use a <HEADER> tag like: <header> s'BDT' 
4 Y E (or the hex equivalent). The E means the header will 
exclude the record on which the string is found.

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Key Summary 

STREAMWEAVER-2387 Unable to print a white line added using the <ADDTYPE> tag. Lines in 
other colors print correctly. 

Resolution: This issue is now fixed. 

STREAMWEAVER-2542 Logical PostScript records on z/OS were truncated if they were larger 
than the LRECL of the file they were written to. 

Resolution: Logical PostScript records will now be split into multiple 
records rather than incorrectly truncated.
